INTRODUCTION AND GUIDELINES 

Recognition of prior learning (RPL) is one of the principles of the National Qualifications Framework (NQF) and forms a cornerstone for occupational learning.  The RPL process include:
· Identifying what the candidate can do and what knowledge underlies their ability to do something;
· Comparing this knowledge and skill with what is required in the unit standard or qualification;
· Assessing whether learners have achieved the outcomes of the learning programme by evaluating evidence of their performance against the standard; and
· Giving the candidate the appropriate credits if their knowledge and skills meet the required standard.

The forms of RPL include:

RPL FOR CREDITS:
To provide credits towards a registered qualification
RPL FOR ACCESS TO EISA:
A Statement of Results (SOR) can be issued to successful RPL candidates for final external integrated summative assessment for occupational certificates

RPL FOR ACCESS:
For candidates who do not meet formal minimum requirements for admission to enroll for a registered qualification

COSTS 
Costs could be based on the overall length of the programme by identifying the time it would take in a classroom-based situation to prepare and assess learners, for example: If a National Certificate (120 credits) takes an average of 1200 hours to complete, then calculate the time spent by a teacher/lecturer/trainer on preparation, assessment and judgment of evidence (for example 20% of the time). This percentage could be used as a guideline for the establishment of cost.
In addition, international studies have revealed the following three options for charging of fees:
· Fees based on the time spent to complete the RPL process;
· A common fee irrespective of time spent or the number of credits awarded;
· A fee based on the number of credits applied for and awarded.

· Dimensions of upholstered furniture are established from drawings, and actual size is determined by applying measurements and scale.

· A list of materials and consumables is compiled according to the drawing and technical specifications.

· An upholstery frame is inspected to ensure it meets specifications and defects in the construction of the frame are identified.
· Foam, cardboard, springs and webbing used for preparation of an upholstery frame are marked out and cut.
· Frame weakness and strengths (knots, corner blocks, all joints, and rails) are identified and corrective action is taken.
· Springs are evenly spaced, tightened and secured to the frame using lashing and knotting techniques.
· Webbing is selected, measured, cut to length and attached to the frame applying correct spacing and interweaving techniques and ensuring correct tension.
· Foam is selected and checked for the correct density according to specific components, measured, shaped and layered according to the prescribed template and attached to the frame applying adhesives or other appropriate methods.
· Safety procedures are adhered to at all times.

Associated Assessment Criteria for Exit Level Outcome 3: 
· Prepared upholstery frames are inspected to verify conformance with specifications.
· Prepared covers are inspected and faults and defects identified, including type of covers supplied, quantity of covers, fabric type, sizes and seam allowances, fabric flaws, sewing faults and pile direction.
· Raw materials, consumables and ancillary materials required for covering upholstery furniture are identified, selected and inspected.
· Covers are fit and secured to prepared upholstery frames using visible and concealed finishing techniques and using relief cuts to relieve tension on the fabric and to achieve the specified finish.
· Covers are stretched and strained over the frame and firmly secured using the magnetic tack hammer and tacks, pins, staple gun and staples, needles and thread.
· Covered frames are inspected ensuring fabric tension is suitable and smooth, patterns match, pile runs in the correct direction and there is no distortion of the seats.

Associated Assessment Criteria for Exit Level Outcome 4: 
· Cutting lay requirements (cutting plan) for layout of templates and patterns for railroad or standard upholstery material are produced.
· Upholstery material lay-out is correct according to specifications and includes allowances.
· Upholstery covers are cut and sewn whilst considering and applying pattern matching, correct direction of the pile and direction of the stretch of the fabric.
· An industrial walking foot machine with attachments (for piping, zip, flat sewing, quilting) is correctly operated to sew upholstery covers.
· Upholstery cover components are aligned and assembled according to the nip marks or burn marks applying the prescribed sequence.
· Upholstery covers are inspected for straightness, neatness, corners, stitch lengths, etc. to ensure quality requirements are met.
· Safety procedures are applied at all times.

Associated Assessment Criteria for Exit Level Outcome 5: 
· Panels/covers are stapled onto frame sections such as seat deck, inside arms, inside back, outside arms, outside back, seat border, etc. using correct methods and covering sequence.
· Back tacking is applied where applicable.
· Various operations such as piping, flat stitching, quilting, pleating, decorative finishing's are applied as required by specification details.
· T-cushions with zip fastening are produced.
· A final quality inspection is performed to verify that the overall appearance of the furniture work-piece is in compliance with specifications by paying attention to balance, neatness, direction of pile, placement of patterns, ensuring no excess fabric or threads.

Associated Assessment Criteria for Exit Level Outcome 6: 
· Principles and processes involved in the manufacturing of upholstery furniture are described.
· Principles related to manufacturing of prototypes, bespoke upholstery furniture, repairing of upholstery furniture and re-engineering principles are described.
· Principles related to productivity are evaluated and explained.
· The construction and assembly of various furniture styles and types are detailed.
· Basic design principles and ergonomics of furniture types are explained.
· Timber technology is described with reference to characteristics, properties, functions and processing.
· Material technology is described with reference to characteristics, handling, properties, functions and processing.
· Tools and equipment are identified and their respective uses, operation, attachments and safety features are described.
· Measuring principles, calculations and the application of formulae in the construction of furniture products are applied.
· The application of health, safety and environmental protection procedures in the workplace is reasoned.
· Methods to enhance quality in the workplace are analysed.
· The role and function of production documentation and trace ability in the workplace is assessed.
· Factors impacting negatively and enhancing productivity are analysed.




EXIT LEVEL OUTCOMES
1. Interpret drawings and product specifications and compile a list of materials and consumables for upholstery of furniture.
2. Prepare upholstery frame for final covering by hand-building the suspension of the frame applying safety procedures and conduct a quality inspection.
3. Fit and attach prepared covers and loose material panels onto prepared upholstery frames using staples, tacks and/or glue.
4. Produce a cutting lay for upholstery cover components by considering optimal use of material and cut and sew upholstery components to specifications.
5. Upholster furniture by fitting and attaching upholstery covers to complex and exposed prepared upholstery frames using hand and power tools.
6. Demonstrate an understanding and knowledge of the manufacturing of upholstery furniture.

Associated Assessment Criteria 
· An upholstery frame is inspected to ensure it meets specifications and defects in the construction of  the frame are identified  
· Foam, cardboard, springs and webbing used for preparation of an upholstery frame are marked out  and cut 
· Frame weakness and strengths (knots, corner blocks, all joints, rails) are identified and corrective  action is taken 
· Springs are evenly spaced, tightened and secured to the frame using lashing and knotting  techniques 
· Webbing is selected, measured, cut to length and attached to the frame applying correct spacing  and interweaving techniques and ensuring correct tension
